LIBRARY CARDS & FINE AMNESTY

Students ages 5 and up can get a free library card, provided a guardian has a card in
good standing. Minors (ages 14 to 17) may receive a library card with guardian
signature. Digital library cards are available for students who aren't able to make it
into the library right now. Fine Amnesty applies to all current card holders to clear
their accounts of all overdue fines. Until the end of 2020, the library is not charging
fines for any overdue materials that are returned.
